It
allows you to see current balances, a purchase history, and make deposits using your
credit card or a bank transfer.

= Click “create Account” -- Fill out required information on “Parent Account Sign-Up
page.”

= Select “MISSISSIPPI”. Then select “Washington School”

= Create a parent User ID and Password. Click “Accept” box, and then click “Signup”

= An e-mail will be sent to you with a “verification Code”

= Close Out of the app and then relog in using your newly sent verification code to
verify your e-mail address and account.

You may begin adding your student’s information. (Each student must have a separate
account.) Before adding student information, you will need your child’s school ID
number. Washington School or the Dining Service office can provide this number for
you. After set-up, You will be able to add money, view transactions and purchase history
from home or mobile device..
